Hickman’s Growth 
In 2010, the US Census data reported that Hickman was the fifth fastest 

growing City in Nebraska (Anderson & Story; Lincoln Journal Star).  This 

high rate of growth has continued and we thought you might be interested 

in Hickman’s historical new construction housing data: 

1976 to 1985 (10 years) = 49 New Construction House Permits Issued 

1986 to 1995 (10 years) = 44 Single Family House Permits Issued 

1996 to 2005 (5 years)   = 102 Single Family House Permits Issued 

2006 to 2010 (5 years)   = 114 Single Family House Permits Issued 

2011 to Current (2.5 years) = 69 Single Family House Permits Issued 

 (34 Single Family House Permits Issued so far in 2013)
