Campaign Signs, Posters and
Political Advertisements

Zoning Regulations Ordinance No. 2011-14

No campaign signs, posters or political advertisements shall be
placed within the street right-of-way. Temporary campaign
signs may be placed on private property, positioned as to not
obstruct free and clear vision from any driveway, alley, or
roadway intersection.

In residential areas, signs cannot exceed ten (10) sq. ft. in area
and do not require a permit. In commercial, residential
acreage, and industrial areas, signs cannot exceed six (6) feet
in height or forty (40) sq. ft. in area and require a temporary
sign permit.

Incorrectly placed signs will be removed by City Staff and may
be retrieved from the City Office at 115 Locust Street during

normal business hours, Monday—Friday 8AM-5PM
